Felony Driving While License Suspended Charge Upheld








Pinellas Court finds Citation Statute Unconstitutional
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The Appellate Division of the Circuit Court in Pinellas County recently found language in Fla. Stat. §316.3045(1) unconstitutionally vague. The Statute punishes drivers for operating a vehicle with a radio “plainly audible” at a distance of 25 feet or more from the vehicle.


The defendant in the case moved to dismiss the ticket on grounds the statute was vague and overbroad. The trial judge denied his motion and the defendant appealed to the Circuit Court.


On appeal the Appellant (Defendant) argued the phrase “plainly audible at a distance of 25” is vague and allows for arbitrary enforcement. In following precedent the Circuit Court agreed with the Appellant and dismissed the ticket.


The case is currently set for oral argument in the 2nd District Court of Appeals on January 26, 2011.

In bad news for Florida Drivers, the 5th District Court of Appeals recently upheld a driver’s felony charge for Driving While License Suspended.


The issue in the case was the interpretation of Fla. Stat. 322.24(5) and 322.34(10).


The Appellant argued she should not be charged with a felony because two of her suspensions were due to financial obligations. Her position was since two of her suspensions were the result of financial obligations she could only be charged with a misdemeanor and not a felony.


The Government argued she would have to have three suspensions for financial obligations for the offense to be a misdemeanor. The Appellate Court agreed with the Government; to fall under the purview of 322.34(10) a driver must have all three suspensions be a result of  financial obligations.
